Power Button

LED will start blinking, indicating that the headphone is in pairing mode.

Power Off: Press and hold the Power button for 5 seconds till the white
LED turns off.
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Pairing

After Powering On, the headphones automatically enter pairing mode and
the white LED will start blinking. Search and select Master Buds Max from the
list of available Bluetooth devices. Once the connection is successful, the
light will turn off.

Your Master Buds Max are now paired with your device and ready to use.

Note: Your Master Buds Max will automatically connect to the last paired
device as soon as it is powered on.

Pressing the power button twice is another way to bring the device into
pairing mode.
